Editorial

Infectious diseases in domestic animals are still a major concern to veterinary medicine. The most efficient tool in the combat against these diseases is the preventive vaccination, which is implemented on national basis by the state and regional veterinary authorities, as well as on individual basis by the private veterinary clinics. In most cases, the regime of animal immunization is based on annual vaccination. In this issue, a comprehensive review on this subject is presented, questioning the rational behind it. The purpose of this presentation is to stimulate rethinking and initiation of a different approach to annual vaccination of pet animals.
Due to the two predominant religions in Israel, namely Judaism and Islam, pig breeding in Israel is small and limited mostly to one region. Hence, the data emerging concerning porcine contagious diseases is rather poor. In this issue the first report on TGE outbreak in Israel is presented, describing the way by which clinical and laboratory diagnosis was performed; using first alternative tools, which was later reconfirmed by a reference laboratory abroad.
The annual Symposium of Veterinary Medicine in Israel was held at the “Koret School of Veterinary Medicine” in April, 2004. This issue includes the abstracts of the presentations introduced in the symposium reflecting the variety of research topics performed in veterinary medicine in Israel.
In "A matter of Dispute", the new regulations, concerning dangerous dogs, issued by the Ministry of Agriculture, are discussed. They are concerned mainly with the ban of breeding, importing and holding dogs of certain breeds declared as dangerous. These regulations triggered protest by all pro-animal associations and the veterinary community in Israel. This topic is discussed (pros and cons) in derail in the Hebrew version and summarized in the English one. 
The reader of this issue is exposed to a "cocktail" of topics, a sip of which may hopefully provoke creative thinking, rethinking and criticism which will be most welcome and represented in the forth coming issues.
