Just recently, we parted from a dear friend, Shlomo Dori who took his leave from us at the age of 86. Shlomo was a legend among the dairy cattle breeders and the veterinary medicine community in Israel. He belonged to the generation we call, ' The Giants', who founded from scratch the modern Israeli dairy cattle industry and guided it to international recognition. He was a devoted friend and enthusiastic collaborator of the veterinary community in both research and practice. In the Hebrew version of this issue, Prof. A. Shimshony describes in detail the man and his achievements. Shlomo's death is a big loss to our community.
The impact of veterinary medicine in public health has been growing tremendously in the last few decades, especially, as far as control over safe food production from farm animal sources is concerned.
