       COVER PICTURE - Grey wolf and Griffon Voltures       
Grey wolf
The wolf is the direct ancestor of the dog. Usually, packs of wolves hunt cooperatively. The hierarchy in the pack is very clear. The alpha couple is usually the sole couple which reproduces in the pack. Females in any given wolf population typically weigh less than their male counterparts. The mating ritual is repeated many times throughout the female's brief ovulation period, which occurs once per year, unlike female dogs, whose estrus usually occurs twice per year. The gestation period lasts about 63 days and the pups are born blind, deaf, and completely dependent on their mother. Wolves reach sexual maturity after two years. They live between 6-9 years in nature and can reach 16 years old in captivity. In Israel a few hundreds of wolves live in the nature, mostly in the Golan Heights and in the deserts in the south of the country. The wolves of southern Israel are smaller than those in the north.

 

Griffon Vulture
The griffon vulture is a big raptor with a wingspan that can reach 2.80 meters and a body weight of approximately 10 kgs. Its flight speed can attain 140 km/hour. It is a scavenger, feed-ing mostly from carcasses of animals which it finds by soaring over open areas, often moving in flocks. It has a very sharp view and can see carcasses from very high altitude. The vulture builds its nest mostly in rocky areas. The female lays a single egg which is incubated for 54 days. Colonies of Griffon Vultures can be found in northern Israel, especially at the Golan Heights where a large colony breeds at Gamla, and at Mount Carmel, where they were repeatedly re-introduced from captivity. Vultures can also be seen in the deserts of southern Israel. In the last years, in Israel, the population of vultures has decreased due to illegal use of poisons (against wolves), electrocution and disturbance in nesting sites. The vulture population in India and Pakistan has declined by up to 95% recently in the past decade, and two or three of the species of vulture in South Asia are nearing extinction. This has been caused by giving farm-animals diclofenac, which is a non-steroidal anti-inflammatory drug (NSAID). Feeding with carcasses of animals which have been treated with this drug, causes poisoning in vultures, which are extremely sensible to this drug and severe renal failure occurs after its ingestion.
