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The current issue is dedicated to the late Dr. Chaim Sturman who passed away a year ago at the age
of 67. Dr. Sturman was born in kibbutz Ein-Harod, in the Jezreel Valley. He was a second generation
0 the Zionist pioncers who settled in the Jezreel Valley at the beginning of the last century, as well
as a second generation o veterinary medicine in Israel. Chain's father, Dr. Menachem Sturman was
one of the founders of organized velerinary medicine in Israel, serving as chief veterinarian of the
Farm Animal Pracitioners' Organization (Hachaklait). He was among the fist o introduce artificial
insemination (AT to dairy cattle practice in the mid thirties of the last century. Chaim was in many
ways his suceessor, especially in the field of AI for dairy cattle, by serving as the scientific director
of the central Tsraeli AT center, "Sion" for many years. In this capacity Dr. Chaim Sturman was a
leading figure in the research, development and implementation of modern techniques associated
with AT and dairy catdle reproduction. Dr. Sturman's contributions i this field are described in details
by Y. Zeron in the fi

review of this issue.

In Dr. Sturman's memory we dedicate thisissue to the knowledge accumulated in issues of reproduction.
Three reviews and one article authored by leading Tsracli figures in the field are dedicated to
reproductive problems in dairy cattle, while one review and one aricle discuss reproduction issues
in camels (an endemic farm animal in the arid part of southern Isracl.)

Dr. Sturman's passing is a great loss to the veterinary community, more so to his many close fricnds.
His soothing word, lovely smile and charming personality will always be missed.
