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Editorial

Bovine Leukemia virus (BLV) is one of the most common infectious viruses in cattle with a worldwide distribution, and is the primary cause of Enzootic Bovine Leukemia. 
BLV was imported to Israel in the late 1950s and, since then, it has remained a persistent resident in dairy cattle in Israel. 
In this issue we present a review whose aim is to determine whether the continuing infection of cattle with BLV has sufficient impact to induce cattle breeders into adopting preventive measures in order to eliminate BLV infection from their herds. There is also the slight possibility that BLV might infect humans and possibly should be targeted for elimination on that basis.
Among the original papers you will find the article authored by Drs. Bar and Ezra on the effects of common calving diseases on milk yield in high production dairy cows. 
Two other original articles deal with hematological parameters, one in ostriches by Drs. Raukar and Simpraga, and the other on camels by Drs. Genet and Abebe.
I do hope that this range of topics covering a variety of species will meet your professional and intellectual interests.
